MEN'’'S MINISTRY
FOCUS

In complex times like these, a man needs more than a bed and
meals. Men’s Ministry programs not only provide for physical
needs, they also give men the skills to return to their community
successfully—with the educational, vocational and spiritual
foundation to stand on their own. While COVID-19 certainly
affected our numbers this year, we continue to make a big
impact on our community.

Central Union Mission provided 49,155 bed-nights of shelter and 117,736 meals on-site for men
experiencing homelessness. We gave 13,091 donated sandwiches to people who came to our doors.
Fifteen employed men, recent alumni of Mission programs, live at our Lambert House transitional home.
We also provided 312 medical and dental exams, and 186 men participated in health fairs with free
medical testing. We served 80 U.S. veterans among our overnight guests. Staff and front desk personnel
completed extensive emergency training to counteract complex health and safety issues. In FY 2020, 48
Mission residents moved into permanent housing.

RESTORATION & TRANSFORMATION PROGRAM

The Restoration & Transformation Program helped 14 men (four of them veterans) rehab from
life-consuming addictions and/or dysfunction, nurture their walk with Jesus and prepare themselves for
independent living, with help from 3,960 counseling sessions. Forty-two men dedicated or returned their
lives to Jesus, seven were baptized and men and staff prayed for over 2,500 prayer requests.

WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT & EDUCATION

The Mission’s Workforce Development & Education program provides
instruction and individualized vocational counseling to help return people to
a productive place in their community.
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FAMILY MINISTRIES

In FY20, the Family Ministry Center provided over 290,000
bags of groceries to Relief & Restoration program members
and families and individuals in our Emergency Relief program.
Several new families, whose jobs were affected by the
COVID-19 pandemic, were served, as well. The pandemic
brought on average 1,000 new food recipients per
month—compared to the 2019 rate of 333 per month.

Now serving about 5,750 people each month with free food,
clothing and housewares, the Family Ministry Center saw a 50
percent increase in program participants during the
COVID-19 crisis.

Our faithful volunteers are critical to fulfilling the ministry of the
Mission. A vital extension of our staff, volunteers enable us to
complete critical jobs, serve even more people and extend the
voice of the Mission throughout the D.C. area.

From July 2019 through February 2020, the Mission provided
3,812 on-site volunteer opportunities (5,975 hours of volunteer
work)—a 10% increase over the previous year.
